Just imag ine what 
energy we would have among us if we were passionate  
about our faith!?! 
 
During these summer months—whether you’re on the 
beach, traveling in the car or sitting on the deck— take time 
to pray for the church, to reflect on our purpose a nd to 
develop passion for Jesus Christ!
