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 SESSION HIGHLIGHTS 

At their December and January meetings, the Elders:  
· Approved the 2010 budget and celebrated the ongoing 

ministries of our congregation.  It was noted that Personnel 
Expenses are less than they were 10 years ago, yet we 
have a more diverse staff.  Commission budgets are “bare 
bones” this year. 

· Learned that Outreach Commission earned $1200 from 
the cookie sale to purchase a new refrigerator for the 
kitchen 

· Designated the Thanksgiving Offering to Haiti Disaster Re-
lief ($479) 

· Approved giving $250 to the Church World Service Mis-
sion group from a special gift. 

· Were updated by the Property Commission on the replace-
ment of the roof over the Christian Ed. Building kitchen.  
Sent notes to members who have not been active in 
several years. 

· Learned that because of the cancellation of Worship 
on December 20, 2009, worship attendance for the 
month of December had decreased by 14% from 
2008.  Since we average 220 people per Sunday, 
however, we easily would have surpassed the De-
cember 2008 Attendance! 

· Learned that interviews/auditions are being held with 
Director of Music/Organist candidates.  Advertise-
ments have been placed with the American Guild of 
Organists, Westminster Choir College, Manhattan 
School Of Music, and various church musician publi-
cations and websites. 

· Discussed the fact the Phil Helsel will no longer be 
doing pastoral visitation due to increased workload at 
Princeton.  Ways of filling the void were discussed—
all were reminded of the continual care of the Dea-
cons to our homebound members, but that some of 
our homebound members may not receive visits from 
a pastor on as frequent a basis.  Requests for Com-
munion should come through the church office.  Phil 
will remain our Contemporary Worship Team Leader. 
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ANNUAL CONGREGATIONAL

  On Sunday, January 24th at Noon the 
Annual Congregational Meeting was 
held in the Sanctuary.  Reports of the 
staff, Commissions and organizations 
of the church were heard, the budget

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A Stewardship Minute 
The Measure of Giving 
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 In his letter to the Corinthians, Paul emphasizes the 

need to be purposeful in routinely and systematically saving 

for God’s work.  He asks that each one in the church of 

Corinth set aside a sum of money the first day of the week 

for later distribution to the church in Jerusalem.  By taking 

this approach (instead of making a massive effort at the last 

minute), Paul made it easier for the church to achieve its 

goals. 

 Paul also wanted the church in Corinth to be proac-

tive in their giving.  Their earnest desire to contribute to 

God’s work would be demonstrated by setting aside a sum 

of money before he arrived…not after. 

 Finally, Paul was giving a personal challenge to 

each believer.  He asked each individual to examine their 

income and give accordingly.  In the same way, Christ chal-

lenges us not only to give our money, but also our time and 

talents.  We can examine the gifts God has given us and 

give back in a purposeful, proactive, and personal way.
