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SESSION HIGHLIGHTS 
 
At their June 16 meeting, the Elders: 

Spent time reflecting on the gifts that God has given to 
each of us and how we are using them for Christôs 
ministry through the church.  How are you serving Jesus 
Christ through the church using the gifts youôve been 
given? 

Noted that attendance in Worship continues to be good 
and that giving is on par as well. 

Were updated on Property Projects:  the gutters have 
been cleaned and repaired on the Sanctuary building. 
Work has started on re-mortaring and pointing the stone 
work in the tower along with replacing the windows in the 
upper portion of the tower with stone.  Work has also 
begun on putting the restored door back at the rear of the 
sanctuary.  Funds for the masonry project are coming 
from the Building Preservation Fund; this was approved at 
a congregational meeting on the 6th of June. 

Discussed the urgency of finding a Financial Secretary to 
replace Polly Hartzell who has stepped down from the 
position after 10 years. 

Heard a report from Bob DiSogra of the Music Committee 
and received a check for $5700 from the recent concerts.  
This money will be put into the Mortgage Reduction Fund.  
An Update was also given on the Judy Collins Concert 
scheduled for December 4. 

Learned that recruitment for Sunday School teachers was 
under way and going very well. 

Were reminded of the Session Retreat to be held on 
Sunday, August 1, from 3:30pmï 7pm at the church.  The 
elders will take this time to plan for the year ahead and to 
be renewed spiritually.  The Elders invite your prayers as 
they lead our congregation.

   A Stewardship Minute 
ñFreely you have received, freely give.ò 

--Matthew 10:8 
 

Jesus just completed an extensive course in basic training with His disciples.  He called 
them, prepared them, trained and showed them the ropes.  As a commanding officer 
gives final instructions to jittery young soldiers preparing for a military strike, Jesus 
informs the disciples of the battle plan.  He provides detailed instructions, warns them of 
pitfalls and hardships to come and, finally, Jesus offers encouragement. 
 We are reminded in this text of all that God has given us in Christ.  He has 
lavishly poured out His grace upon us, redeeming us, calling us as His own, giving us new 
life with Him.  Ephesians 1 tells us that we have truly been blessed with every sort of 
spiritual blessing.  We have received all this freely. 
 God is the source of everything we haveðour time, our talents, and our 
finances, enabling us to give to others in His name, so that ñthey may see your good 
deeds and praise your Father in heavenò. (Matthew 5:16)
