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Pastors’ Ponderings 

 

We are now at that time of the year when we will be asking you 
to prayerfully consider how much you will give to the ministry of 
First Presbyterian Church in 2012.  Some people cringe, others 
think that’s all the church does—ask for money.  The fact  is that 
at FPC, this is the only time of the year that we talk about the  
connection between our faith in Christ and our financial giving. 

This year, we are strongly urging you to increase your giving for 
2012.  We have been blessed with many wonderful programs 
and ministries for all ages, with a staff that strives to be faithful in 
all their responsibilities, and with Elders who have been very 
careful stewards of your resources. 

Here is reality.  In June of this year we lost our tenant, The 
Freehold Borough School Pre-school.   Their payments to us 
represent 15% of our annual budgeted income, or roughly 
$60,000.  In addition, a number of our active members have died 
or have moved out of the area during the past year.  And like 
you, our costs have increased:  utilities, maintenance, office 
supplies and postage, salaries, curriculum, musical pieces, and 
more. 

So what are we asking?  First, remember Christ’s command to 
give sacrificially , which is alongside of the Biblical mandate to 
give a tithe—a tithe is 10% off the top of your income.  Offerings 
or gifts are what you give beyond your 10%.    We know, before 
we started to move toward tithing, we thought it was 
impossible—how would we pay the rest of our bills?  But then we 
started.  The amazing thing is, we have enough, and sometimes 
even more than enough to meet our needs, after we give the first 
10% to the church.  You will never know if you can do it, until you 
try!   So reach deep and step out in faith—increase your giving, 
strive to tithe as we continue to build the foundations of God’s 
house here at FPC.
